INTRODUCTION

Awards will be granted to those applicants
that successfully demonstrate their commitment to the environment, and making their
campus a healthier place to learn.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

O Applicant must receive the school principal’s permission to plant on campus.

O Site locations and tree species MUST be approved by the on-campus/school district

grounds keeping or maintenance staff. If you are FUSD, please fax a map with sites and

tree species to Rudy Elizalde at (559)457-3138 or call directly at (559)457-3181.

Applicant must arrange to have holes augured or dug prior to the planting.

A map or drawing of the proposed tree sites on your campus MUST be attached to the

application , please consider high traffic playing fields and availability of water when

making the site and tree selections.
